week, 90%, less than 2 weeks, 80%, less than 3 weeks, 60%, less than 4 weeks, 40%, less than 5
weeks, 20%.

Additional Program Costs
Flights and associated travel fees remain the responsibility of the student. Please take into consideration
Visa requirements and the BSM Academic Calendar when buying your plane ticket.

The estimated costs of living in Budapest during the Summer are listed below and are paid for by the
student in Hungary.

The above expenses will be paid in Hungarian currency (Forints) in Budapest. These are rough
estimates and will vary depending on the current exchange rate.

*Utility costs: Recent changes to Hungarian law are impacting the market cost of utilities in Budapest; if
students have concerns or questions please contact Anna Foti, Director of Student Services at
office@bsmath.hu.

**US and Canadian students will not need a Visa Residence Permit if their stay in Hungary will be less
than 90 days. International students will need to check with their home country consulate for the most
current and accurate information.



ACADEMIC INFORMATION

BSM classes are held at College International (proprietor of BSM headquarters) near Keleti Train
Station and close to the red metro line (subway). The building is shared by four independent
international programs: “Pre-Med” (preparing students for medical school), McDaniel College
(Budapest branch of a US institution), BSM, and BSME (Budapest Semesters in Mathematics
Education).

During the summer semester, students are expected to take two full-credit courses. During the first
week of the program, students may shop around for courses. Final registration is during the second week
of the semester. This way, students may analyze which courses best fit their interests or are required by
their home institution.

Each course, except the research course has eight contact hours (four meeting times) per week. We
strongly discourage taking more than 2 courses (a typical course load should be either two courses or a
course plus a research option).

If a student would like to pursue a course of study that is not offered, they should reach out to the BSM
to inquire. In many instances arrangements can be made to accommodate the student.

The “Research Opportunities” class is an undergraduate research course designed for very advanced
students. It gives them the opportunity to participate in research within a small group setting (or
individually) under the guidance of a professor. NOTE: those interested in doing research will meet with
their professors at the Welcome party, where they should arrange for weekly meeting times.

Academic Calendar
During the summer semester, the typical course load is two classes. Students will learn about this during the
mandatory orientation in Budapest. Course registration occurs during the second week of the semester.

Transcripts

St. Olaf College, Northfield, Minnesota, USA serves as the School of Record for BSM and provides the
official transcripts for the program. Transcripts will reflect either letter grades A-F, audit/non-attending,
or incomplete.

Course Weight

The BSM Program uses course units to describe its courses rather than ‘credit hours’ or ‘semester
hours.” This is in concert with the St. Olaf system of counting courses toward graduation. We encourage
each institution to make its own evaluation of our courses relative to local requirements and credit
levels, but that said, some experience with what is done at other institutions might be useful. Most
schools using a semester credit system give 3 credit hours per BSM course. Those that do not, give 4
semester credit hours for the mathematics courses and 3 or 4 semester credit hours for the non-
mathematics courses. Those on the quarter system give 4 or 5 quarter hours per BSM course. Those
schools (like St. Olaf) that use the course unit system give 1 semester course unit for each BSM course
taken: For reference, at St. Olaf, 35 courses are required to graduate and a Budapest Semester course
transfers as exactly one St. Olaf course.

Academic Accommodations

College International and BSM do not have a learning disabilities center in their building but can usually
provide the same academic accommodations that you are currently entitled to at your home
college/university. To qualify, please provide documentation regarding the accommodation to our
Director in Budapest, Professor Dezso Miklos. A signed letter brought from your learning disabilities
office or advisor, or an email sent by an appropriate staff person from your school will suffice.

GRE/Putnam

Students must check with GRE organizers to see if the GRE will be offered in Budapest, Prague or
Vienna. It can be difficult to apply to graduate schools and NSF graduate fellowships when you are
away from your home college. Please plan ahead to request and obtain letters.

Fall semester participants are encouraged to take the Putnam Exam while in Budapest. The North
American BSM office will contact the Putnam advisor at your home institution, but your home
institution must list you on their home school Putnam list to be eligible for participation.

LIVING IN BUDAPEST

Climate

Budapest has four distinct seasons. Summers can be hot, but typically not very humid. Average high
temperatures in the summer are 23 to 28 °C (73 to 82 °F) and temperatures can climb up above 35 °C
on the hottest days in July-August. Note that in Europe, temperature is measured in centigrade.

Currency

ATM machines are readily available in Budapest and accept most major credit and bank debit cards
(checking accounts only). You can easily withdraw Hungarian Forints using your debit card; the fees are
much less than if you obtain Forints at a U.S. bank. Check with your personal bank on best options in
order to incur minimal fees.



Don’t trade currency with strangers, there are designated exchange booths all over the city for that. It is
not a good idea to exchange all your money upon arrival as the bank will charge you for the privilege.

Personal checks, cashier checks, money orders, etc., cannot be readily exchanged, as international
banking is quite slow. Although you may deposit a personal check at some local banks in Hungary, it
may take several months for the check to clear. However, it is a good idea to bring some personal checks
along in case, for example, you need to send in graduate school applications. If you arrive in Budapest
without Forints, simply exchange some US dollars for Forints at a bank near your apartment or
withdraw money from an ATM using a debit or credit card.

Electricity

The voltage used in continental Europe is 220v. This renders most North American appliances useless
unless they are convertible, battery operated, or you have an adapter. Note that the outlet geometry is
also different. For battery-operated devices it may be advisable to take a spare set of batteries along for
the trip. It can be difficult to get the right size batteries in Budapest.

Housing

Students are housed in BSM approved apartments in Budapest city center and suburbs. City center
locations have the advantage of being close to the main cultural attractions of Budapest and the
commute time to BSM is short. Housing and roommate assignments are arranged by our Hungarian
BSM staff based on the information you provide in your Housing Form.

Housing assignments are given upon arrival in Budapest. The BSM representative who picks you up at
the airport or train station will accompany you to your apartment. They will give you a mini orientation
in your new neighborhood including the location of the nearest ATM or currency exchange booth and
how it works, where to catch public transportation and how to purchase tickets, and directions to the
nearest food store and pharmacy. They will also explain how to get from your location to both BSM and
the Babilon Language School.

Typically, two or three students are housed together, and each student will have their own bedroom with
a door. Apartments come completely furnished including pillows, sheets, towels, kitchenware, washing
machine, etc. Clothes dryers are extremely rare. Keep in mind that thick items, such as sweatshirts, take
several days to air dry; please pack accordingly. Apartment might be small by North American
standards, with modest kitchen facilities. All apartments are located within easy reach of the university,
either on foot or using convenient and inexpensive public transportation. There will not be apartment
changes after arrival. Specific questions on housing can be directed to Anna Foti, Director of Student
Services, at office@bsmath.hu.

Rent prices per person, regardless of location, should be in the range of about $450-$475 per month plus
one time security deposit. The security deposit is usually equal to one month’s rent. The first month’s
rent will usually be payable within a week of your arrival. Please be aware that Hungarian laws
governing rental properties vary greatly from laws in North America. Lease details may vary from
apartment to apartment. Do not pay any rent until a lease has been signed. Do not sign any lease
agreements until you fully understand and are comfortable with the terms. Your landlord should be



willing to give you a few days grace period in which to do so. Please address housing questions to the
Director of Student Services, Anna Foti, office@bsmath.hu

For our part: For the rental apartments offered via BSM, each landlord has been provided with a list of
basic equipment each apartment should have. You can expect your apartment to be equipped with all
basic and necessary items (including bed linens, towels, pillows, and kitchenware) and to be clean and
scrubbed when you arrive.

For your part: We expect that you treat each apartment and its contents with respect and care. After
the term is over, it is up to you to be sure that all trash has been removed from the premises, beds are
made, dishes are washed, and all keys are returned. Owners are allowed to deduct trash collection,
repair, and extra cleaning costs from your refundable security deposit. As members of the BSM class,
you are the forerunners for future students and your conduct and behavior will affect how willing
Hungarians are to rent to BSM students in the future.

Language

All BSM classes are conducted in English. Many of the Hungarian people you meet in Budapest will
speak some English. Though it is not necessary to learn Hungarian in order to participate in the BSM
program, learning a few key words and phrases can make your stay in Budapest a little easier. We
recommend taking the optional Babilon Language and Culture course if it is of interest to you and fits
into your schedule.

Babilon Language and Culture Course

The Babilon School of Languages offers an optional, non-credit, intensive Hungarian language course
as well as immersion in local culture and life in Budapest. The course begins one week before the start
of the summer semester. This course is not included in the BSM tuition fee.

If you indicated in your application that you would like to attend, you are already enrolled. If you did
not indicate this and would like to attend, please email the BSM North American office at
admin@budapestsemesters.com. All Babilon students will receive an email from Babilon about a month
before class begins with details on the program.

Phone and Internet

Cell phone - It is important to check with your existing carrier to understand the rates and fees if you

choose to use your phone in Budapest. One option is to unlock your phone and purchase a pay-as-you-

go SIM card in Hungary. Cell phone rental may also be an option.

Internet - Most students choose to bring a personal laptop. There is a free wireless network available at
the BSM for student use. There are also many free WIFI hotspots throughout the Budapest. Most
apartments have high-speed internet connections. Remember to bring any adapters, converters, and/or
cords for all electronics.



Prohibitions

Do not take any weapons or illegal drugs to Hungary. It is considered a major felony and will result in
immediate expulsion from the program. Note that Hungary has zero tolerance for drugs, including
marijuana. In addition, vehicles can only be driven by a person with a 0% blood alcohol level. Please
note that it is also illegal to mail prescription medications to Hungary.

Safety

Budapest is a safe city. Caution and common sense are always advised when getting to know a new
place. Keep money and valuables in your apartment or hidden from view, especially when traveling on
public transportation or in crowded venues. We also advise students to lock their apartment doors to
reduce the chance of burglary. As in any city, it is best to travel in groups if going out at night. The legal
drinking age in Hungary is 18, but we advise students to use caution and moderation if choosing to
drink.

Transportation

Public Transportation - Budapest has an excellent public transportation system (BKK). There are
underground metro lines, a suburban rail line (HEV), trams, and busses. Fares are reasonable and you
can purchase monthly transportation passes. Additional information including timetables and fare
information can be found here: https://bkk.hu/

Taxi Cabs - Taking a taxi is another option. The following companies are known to provide reliable
service: TAXI4, City Taxi, FoTaxi. If you call to arrange a ride, you can request an English-speaking
driver. You can also use a service called Bolt, a mobile app similar to Uber.

address.

Airport Arrival
A BSM representative will meet you upon arrival at the airport or train station and drive you to your
apartment. After clearing customs, you will leave the baggage claim area and go to the arrival hall

Flight Delays

In North America: Once you begin your journey, please remember to notify the office in Budapest and
the North American Office of any flight changes or delays. E-mail both office@bsmath.hu and
admin@budapestsemesters.com or use one of the telephone numbers below.

Outside of North America: It is important to notify our BMS team in Budapest about any flight delays as
this will have an impact on transportation from the airport on arrival. If you need to contact Budapest
from Europe, the country code for Hungary is +36, followed by the BSM 24/7 emergency cell phone
number 20-628-5562. You may need to ask airline staff for assistance in making this international
call.

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HEALTH and SAFETY

Medical Insurance

For long-term benefits and coverage outside of Budapest, it is mandatory that you have an insurance
policy that is valid for your travel dates and your entire stay in Hungary. Before you leave, please
call your home insurance company and make sure your insurance is valid in Hungary and the EU.
Students are required to have a valid insurance policy, covering at least $50,000 of their health
expenses as well as covering medical emergency evacuation costs. If your medical insurance does not
cover evacuation costs, we encourage you to acquire additional travel insurance. Several US companies
offer appropriate insurance for your travel/study abroad needs (e.g. Gateway US, IMG, CMI or ISOS).

As part of your tuition, you will be provided with supplemental student health insurance offered by the
Swiss Clinic. https://www.budapestsemesters.com/wp-content/uploads/2021/11/Swiss-Medical-
Nov.-30-2021.pdf . This insurance covers emergency medical benefits (including hospitalization)
within Budapest ONLY during your stay in Hungary. It will not pay for treatment outside the city
limits of Budapest, ongoing treatment for chronic issues, evacuation due to medical emergencies, or
other major issues not easily addressed by the municipal health system. This supplemental health
insurance allows access to a reliable, English language health service. It does not replace your home
insurance, especially since it does NOT cover you outside of Budapest.

Mental Health and Wellbeing

We believe that a student’s overall health, both mental and physical, is of utmost importance. Adjusting
to a new urban environment and the demands of academic life can be stressful. Talking with a
professional counselor can help you find ways to manage academic pressures, personal problems, and
cultural adjustments. College International provides BSM students with access to a counselor who will
be available on campus. For those seeking long-term counseling outside the campus setting, the College
also retains the services of an experienced clinical and pastoral psychologist.

Mental Health Counseling

BSM also provides a counseling service in English. Counseling differs from psychotherapy in the sense
that it is aimed at issues, difficulties, and challenges in the present moment and its focus is coming up
with practical solutions that the client can immediately apply in their everyday life. During counseling,
we work together with the student to find available resources and to come up with a plan for addressing
issues. At BSM you can work with two English speaking psychologists, Andrea Turner and Laszlo Biro.
Please email the Director of Student Services (DSS), Anna Foti, at anna.foti@budapestsemesters.com if
you would like to make an appointment with one of our counselors.

Well-Being Support - Director of Student Services (DSS)

The BSM Director of Student Services, Anna Foti, is the first line of contact whenever a student
encounters challenges that they do not know how to address on their own in Budapest. Examples
include, but are not limited to, help with housing issues, assistance with transportation, and general
questions about life and learning at BSM in Budapest.

Prescriptions

It is important that you bring an ample supply of any prescription medicine you use for the
duration of the semester with a note from your doctor certifying that you need the medication for
your condition. Please list all prescription medications on your Medical Form.
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Note that it is illegal to mail prescription medicines to Hungary from the U.S.

Sexual assault and sexual
harassment are not only acts of disrespect, violence, aggression or coercion against an individual, but
also are attacks on our community.

COVID19 Policies and Procedures

The BSM Directors are closely monitoring the Covid situation in Budapest, Europe, and the United
States. The BSM program will run only if there is confidence that we can do so safely and anticipate
completion of the semester in-person and in-country.

Before you depart for Hungary, please call your insurance company and make sure your
insurance is valid in Hungary and find out what type of costs are covered and the amount of
coverage. Students are required to have a valid insurance policy, covering at least $50,000
of your health care expenses, as well as coverage for emergency evacuation costs. If your
insurance does not cover evacuation, we encourage you to purchase supplemental travel
insurance in the event of a medical emergency. Several US companies offer appropriate
insurance for your study abroad needs: e.g. Gateway US, IMG, CMI or ISOS.

. Housing/Roommate Form - this is information is used to determine housing assignments

in Budapest. You will receive your housing information when you arrive in Budapest
and are picked up at the airport. Questions about specific housing information that is not
found in this handbook or on the website may be directed to the BSM Hungarian Office at
office@bsmath.hu.

Contract to Participate in the Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program

This four-page Contract Agreement requires the signatures of both the student and both of their parents or
legal guardian in order to receive permission to participate in the Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program.

In consideration of being allowed to participate in the Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program,
I hereby agree to the following conditions of participation:

1.0 ASSUMPTION OF THE RISKS, GENERAL RELEASE, PERSONAL CONDUCT, AND INDEMNITY:

1.1 I understand that the Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program will be conducted in a foreign country,
and that there are certain dangers, hazards and risks inherent in international travel, living, and the activities included
in this Program, including but not limited to those arising from crime, civil disturbances, health conditions, and
travel or other accidents. I understand that these dangers, hazards and risks could include serious or even fatal
injuries and property damage.

I understand that the Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program has not made, and does not make, any
representations regarding my personal safety or the safety of my property while participating in the
Program.

1.2 I understand that as a participant in Budapest Semesters in Mathematics Program I am subject to (a) the
same standards of conduct and academic regulations while abroad as stipulated at my home institution, (b) the
regulations set by my home study abroad office, (c) the regulations set by the Program and the host institution, (d)
the laws of the host country.
